We were founded four years ago in 2003, and have 
already established ourselves as one of the fastest growing, most successful young teams in the 
United States.  While this success has been extremely encouraging, it also has brought with it new 
challenges, costs, and administrative hurdles associated with expansion.  We are currently seeking 
to directly address such challenges and continue to grow and develop into a championship team 
while not increasing the financial burden on our current student-athletes who are already 
responsible for approximately $1000 of funds each, per year, not including uniforms and other 
miscellaneous costs (on a student‘s income!).

The potential list of team needs is long and includes equipment (boats, oars, launches, “cox-boxes,” 
and other items), coaching and travel expenses, our “camp” site at events, and potentially, the 
establishment of a scholarship, among other costs.  If you would like your donation to go towards 
something specific, or a variety of things, or include naming rights, we can do that too.  Above all, 
we are very accommodating and willing to work with you.  Enclosed, you will find a packet 
detailing some of our current needs listed in priority order. By no means is this an exhaustive or 
restrictive list, but should give an idea of some equipment needs and estimated costs.

Of course, we would love to welcome our sponsors and friends to all regattas and events 
throughout the year as well.  You would be most welcome to attend and meet the team so that we 
could thank you personally for your support.
